1. Habitat Management
a. Create bare ground, reduce grasses
i. Scrape
1. To remove surface vegetation
2. When: October to February
a. OTB are pupating 20 cm below surface
3. Re-scrape every 3rd year (e.g., 2009 & 2012)
4. New scrapes when possible
a. In unused areas of occupied habitat
5. *NOT between March to September*
a. Larvae are active at this time
ii. Graze
1. Year round best, by February if possible
a. Increase cattle (AUMs) after wet years
2. Fence cattle in areas to reduce vegetation
3. Take cattle off during and after heavy rain
iii. Mow
1. October through January
2. Pick up litter

2. Recreation Management
a. Signs indicating bikers to slow 5 mph in OTB areas
b. Education information on OTB and positive impact of trails
i. Online, on-site, pamphlet
c. Driving on trails/roads to keep open, reduce vegetation
i. Do July through September

3. Population Management
a. Enhance habitat in extirpated sites
i. Create bare ground (see Habitat Management, above)
ii. Control burn in unoccupied sites
1. To reduce litter accumulation
b. Enhance habitat in areas between Lower Marshall Field and Wilder Ranch for connectivity:
i. Upper Marshall, North Marshall, East Wilder Ranch
